Outdoor water use is allowed before noon and after 6:00pm for EVEN numbered street addresses on the even days of
the month and before noon and after 6:00pm for ODD numbered street addresses on the odd days of the month. This
will be enforced through September 15th. (Section 94-37 Village Code)

BUILDING SERVICES INFORMATION

Inspections are required to sell property (Residential and Commercial) in Hillside.

Permits are required for any and all work performed by a resident and/or contractor. You may obtain applications at the
front counter of the Village Hall. Call our department at (708) 202-3434 if you have any questions.

All contractors doing work in Hillside must be licensed and bonded with the Village of Hillside.
